Class Outcomes:

2. Ground a theology of evangelism in scripture, the gospel, and the mission of God.

3. Interpret the Wesleyan heritage of evangelism.

4. Reflect on and implement strategies and models for evangelism by the congregation.

5. Offer critical analysis of and appreciation for electronic media as instruments in the ministry of evangelism.
